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 Tax Equity Partnership Agreement for Quail Ranch Solar Power and Energy Storage Project
 
Enlight Renewable Energy Ltd. (“Enlight” or the “Company”) announces that its subsidiary Clenera Holdings LLC (“Clenera”), has closed a tax equity partnership agreement for its Quail Ranch Solar Power and Energy Storage Project (“Quail Ranch” or the “Project”), located outside Albuquerque, New Mexico, USA. The agreement was signed with Wells Fargo Bank N.A. (the “Tax Equity Partner”).

Quail Ranch consists of 128 MW solar power generation and 400 MWh of energy storage capacity. The Project is expected to reach COD towards the end of 2025.
 
The solar power generation component of the Project is expected to receive Production Tax Credits (“PTC”), and the energy storage component of the Project is expected to receive Investment Tax Credits (“ITC”). In addition, Quail Ranch is expected to qualify for the 10% Energy Community bonus tax credit.

According to the partnership agreement, the Tax Equity Partner will contribute $131 million upon the Project’s COD. The Project is also expected to receive an additional $18 million over the first 10 years of its operation through “pay-go” payments.
 
The tax equity proceeds will be used to repay the tax-equity bridge loan of the Project1.
 
The Tax Equity Partner will be entitled to the following:

	The right to receive 99% of the ITC and PTC linked to the Project.

	The right to receive the following cash flows from the Project:

	10% of the EBITDA for the first 10 years of the life of the Project.

	5% of the EBITDA from the 11th year of the life of the Project onwards.

	99% of the taxable income of the partnership during the first 10 years of the life of the Project.
